
1. PAB.TIE . The pprties to this. contract are The Confederated
Salish and Kootenai Tribes of the Flathead Reservation, a tribal
government organized under Section 16 of the Indian Reorganization
Act of 1934 ("Buyer"), and the vendor whose name appears on the
reverse side ("Seller"). The Seller understands that it is contracting
with an Indian Tribe, and not a federal agency.

2. ACCEPTANCE.This purchase orderconstitutes an offer to buy goods
or services according to the description and other terms set forth on its .
face and reverse side. No additional or different terms offered by Seller
may become part of this order, and any such terms are hereby rejected.
This order shall not be modified without the express written approval of
Buyer. By signing the Acceptance copy and returnmg it to Buyer, the
Seller accepts all of the terms and conditions of this Purchase Order.
Seller's signing and returning of the Acceptance Copy is a condition
precedent to Buyer's obligation to pay Seller. Seller's failure to sign and
return the Acceptance copy shail, at the Buyer's option, obviate the need
to pay Seller. Seller's acceptance of payment, or any otherconduct showing
Seller has undertaken to provide the goods or services requested by this
pu rchase order, shall constitute acceptance by Seller of the terms and
condition of this contract.

3. NONWAIVER. Any waiver or failure of Buyer to require strict
compliance with the provisions of this order in any respect shall not be
deemed a waiver of Buyer's right to insist upon strict compliance in other
respects or thereafter in the same respects.

4. WARRANTY. Seller warrants that all goods and services covered
by this order will be furnished in strict accordance with the provisions of
this order, the specifications or drawings or other descriptions furnished
by Buyer, and standards of all laws and govemmental rules and regulations
to such goods or services, and shall be free from defects in design, material
and workmanship.

5. INSPECTION. During manufacture or after delivery. Buyer may
inspect material, equipment or goods which have been or will be worked
upon, produced or sold for this order. Goods or services which are non­
conforming shall, at Buyer's option, be repaired, replaced or reperformed
at Seller's expense, and any goods or services furnished pursuant to this
repair, replacement or reperformance shall be subject to the same warranty
as provided in Paragraph 4. If Buyer rejects non-conforming goods, they
may be returned at Seller's expense, without prior notice to Seller, unless
Seller specifically objects to this provision in writing and stipulates in such
writing, as a condition of acceptance, that prior notice and rejection as
to the goods converted by this order is required.

6. BUYER'S PREMISES. In anywork underthis order is to be performed
on Buyer's premises, Seller shall perform such work in accordance with
the safety rules of Buyer and applicable federal, tribal and local laws and
regulations. Seller shall comply fully with the applicable laws pertaining
to worker's compensations and unemployment compensation or insurance
and Seller shall indemnify and save harmless Buyer, its employees, agents,
licensees and invites from any and all losses, costs, damages. Claims and
expenses (including reasonable attorneys fees) of any nature whatever
relating to (a) injuries, occupational diseases or deaths of any employee
or subcontractor of Seller, to the extent of compensation under applicable
worker's compensation laws; (b) bodily injuries, deaths or property
damage caused by the negligent or wrongful act of the Seller, any
subcontractor of his or any employee or agent of either, and (c)
unemployment compensation or insurance, social security taxes, or other
applicable taxes, contributions or benefit payments measured by or based
on employment of such employees. Prior to commencement of such work,
Seller shall furnish to Buyer satisfactory evidence that Seller and its
subcontractor have full worker's compensation coverage, and have not
less than bodily injury coverage of $250,000.00 per person and
$500,000.00 per occurrence, and property damage coverage of
$500,000.00 per occurrence.

7. TERMINATION. Buyers may at any time terminate work orr
this order for its own convenience in whole or in part by writing, by
telecommunication, or by verbal notice promptly confirmed by written or
telegraphic notice. In that event, any claim arising out of such termination
shall be settled exclusively by Buyer reimbursing Seller for costs of the
goods with due allowance for their salvage value after Buyer had full
opportunity to recommend disposition and audit Seller's costs.

8. PACKING. No charges for blocking, boxing, crafting, or packmg
will be allowed without the specific written approval of the Buyer. All
shipments marked.and the contents protected to prevent damage in transit.
All shipments must retain packing lists giving description of material,
quantity and purchase order number. Buyer's count shall be final on all
shipments not accompanied by packing lists.

9. DELIVERYDATE. Shipment mustbe made to meet the required date
specified. Time is of the essence. On premature shipments, payment will
begin to run from the required date specified. Buyer, without waiving any
other legal rights, reserves the right to cancel without charge or to
postpone deliveries of any of the goods or services covered by this
order which are not shipped in time to meet the required delivery
date.

10. TITLE. Unless the face of this order expressly prOVides otherwise
delivery shall be final f.o.b. destination, and title to and risk of loss of the
goods shall remain with Seller until delivery to unloading facilities at final
destination.

11. PAYMENT. Buyer's account with Seller will be paid within thirty days
after receipt of invoice or shipment, whichever is received later, except
where cash discounts apply or other terms are specified. If correct invoices
do not reach Buyerwithin three days from invoice date, payment deadlines
and any discount periods will be calculated from the date of receipt of
the correct invoice.

12. INDIAN PREFERENCElEQUALOPPORTUNITY/LABOR
STANDARDS. If the Sellerperforms any work on the Flathead Reservation,
he agrees to comply with all Indian preference requirements established
by the Buyer. The Seller agrees to not discriminate against any employees
or applicant for employment because of race, age, religion or sex. The
Seller will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed,
and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to
their race, age, religion or sex. Such action shall include, but not limited
to the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer;
recruitment or recruitment advertising; payoff or termination; rates of
payor other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including
apprenticeship. This contract is subject to the contract Work Hours and
Safety Standards Act.

13. RIGHTS. Buyer retains generally all rights and remedies granted to
it by operation of law in addition to those set forth herein.

14. JURISDICTION. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, the Seller
agrees to adhere to and be bound by the laws of the Confederated Salish
and Kootenai Tribes and to the personal and subject matter jurisdiction of
said Tribal Court with respect to any claim, controversy or action arising
from or related to this contract. The prevailing party in such a court action
shall be entitled to its court costs and reasonable attorneys fees.

15. SEVERABILITY. If any word, phrase or portion of this contract
is declared void by the Tribal Court for any reason, such word, phrase
or portion of this contract shall be excised and the remainder of this
contract shall remain in full force and effect.
